My mother's aunt, Dorothy, was married to Alfred Gantley. I have had difficulty locating information on him, although he was the mayor of Ashton! 
When in Ashton/Tameside last year, I found one very brief listing of mayors in a book in the historical library there, the note of exactly which year(s) he was mayor now being mixed into other papers of mine somewhere! 
I wonder if anyone at your end knew the Gantleys or the Baguleys (Auntie Dorothy's family, her brother was my maternal grandfather Harold, who emigrated to Canada, but went back to England to fight in the Great War, surviving trenches, gas and all. Dorothy's brother Harold, then came back to Canada after which my mother (b. 1921) and her brother were born. My mother's brother did not survive WWII. Very sad family stories. I never knew either of my maternal grandparents, but Auntie Dorothy was a kind lady and my mother and father visited her in Ashton at least twice and they were there to help her daughter, Mary (Litting) with the estate when dear Auntie Dorothy passed. If anyone has any information on these families, I would appreciate making contact. I believe Alfred and Dorothy moved to St. Annes-on-Sea for their retirement years. After Alfred passed away in 1971, Dorothy moved back to Ashton/Tameside area...an address I believe, as well, that I have 'somewhere', but cannot locate just now!

They married in 1952 in Ashton. 
Dorothy was born to to Samuel and Emily Ann Baguley and she was baptized in the Parish of St. Peter's Ashton on Nov 21, 1894. The family lived on Minto Street at that time. Circa 1950-1960 they lived on Montague Road.

WWI War Diaries 20 April 2015

We’ve also released over two million newspaper articles, Nottingham baptisms and burials, and Australian Northern Territory Birth, Marriage and Death records.

This week’s Findmypast Friday marks the release of over 1.4 million cemetery Index records from England, Ireland, Scotland, Wales, Australia and New Zealand. Over 1 million fascinating 18th century British Apprenticeship records and over 186,000 parliamentary papers from the Australian State of Victoria have also been released. This Findmypast Friday marks the release of over 5 million parish records in the second phase of Findmypast’s Yorkshire collection and over 43,000 prisoner of war records released in partnership with the National Archives to coincide with the centenary of the Gallippoli landings. Friday 1st April
This Findmypast Friday marks the release of baptism, marriage and burial index records from the English county of Derbyshire and substantial updates to the The PERiodical Source Index (PERSI). Programme for 2014 - 2015:
June 10 – Me – Poor Law in Tameside – One of my Ancestors was a Poor Law Guardian from 1847 – 1855 when he died,  The poor law records for Ashton Poor Law Union were pulped during the second World War.  I have tried to fill in some details from other sources, Acts of Parliament, Government Papers, Joseph Rayner Stephens’ published newspapers, the Ministry of Health Correspondance papers held at The National Archives, Census Records etc to create a history of the first few years of the Poor Law Union.
