British Newspapers Archive: http://www.britishnewspaperarchive.co.uk over 3 million pages searchable so far out of a total 40 million – click search by publication to see which newspapers have been digitized so far – fairly good coverage for Manchester.  This is a pay site but you can get 500 credits for £6.95 time limited to 48 hours.  You can download about 50 articles for this price.  You have to be a bit imaginative in your search criteria since the pages have been indexed by OCR which means lots of mistakes because of the variability of the original newsprint images.

Locating London’s Past: http://www.locatinglondon.org/  this website allows you to search a wide body of digital resources relating to early modern and eighteenth-century London, and to map the results on to a fully GIS compliant version of John Rocque's 1746 map.

11 January 2012 “Blind John Metcalfe” of Knaresborough Famous Road Builder – Gay Oliver. Totally blind, he eloped with his wife, fought at Culloden, dealt in a little contraband and was the first famous road builder, predating Telford and Macadam.  He had strong family links with Hyde and Gee Cross.  The search entailed researching along the female line and researching the history of a house.
