Slave Trade Abolition Petition: The transcription work of the 1806 petition in support of abolition of the slave trade, undertaken by several members Manchester and Lancs. FHS, is now on-line at http://slavetrade.parliament.uk  The archives are very keen to know of anyone who recognises a possible ancestor amongst the signatories. If you do, as well as contacting the site organisers, can you please let me know.
www.BMDshare.com has won the website of the month award from www.genealogicaljourneys.com.  I have no connection with this site whatsoever, but it benefits all family historians to have it grow as fast as possible.  And it’s only £1 per year.  It uses the same principle as Genes Reunited, in that subscribers put in their own data, thus creating a database for others to share.  The data is information on bmd certificates – not indexes, but the full information, like the name of the bridegroom’s father, or the address where the person died.  There’s a space to add your email if you want to, so someone who shares your interest can contact you, but you can leave it blank if you’d rather be anonymous.   And a feature I haven’t seen before, you can search by any data.  For example, you could search for ‘father’s name’ on a birth certificate.   Then you might find all the children of the family in one go.  That’s not going to happen yet, as it’s a new site, and it’s still short of data.  But it has been growing, slowly, for eight months.  Now it’s suddenly jumped, and in its ninth month alone has grown over 50%.   If it can go on like that, it will reach over 400,000 a year from now, over 4 million in eighteen months, and over 52 million in 2 years.  There’s no reason why it shouldn’t – Genes Reunited has.   If everyone interested will enter their own certificates, and ask a friend to enter theirs.  Then, in a year’s time, there’ll be access to complete information on millions of certificates, for £1 per year.
