British Library and FindMyPast to Digitise 5 Million Pages of Family History Records
The following announcement was written by findmypast.co.uk: Selections from the India Office Records and a century of electoral registers will be made available online. The British Library and family history website findmypast.co.uk are to digitise a treasure trove of family history resources held by the Library, making them available online and fully searchable for the first time. The project will involve the scanning of UK electoral registers covering the century that followed the Reform Act of 1832, along with records of baptisms, marriages and burials drawn from the archives of the India Office. When available online, these collections will enable historians, genealogists and family history researchers to make connections and track down details of ancestors and others at the click of a mouse - work that would previously have necessitated visits to the Library's Reading Rooms and many hours of laborious manual searching.
t"1926 Census now in the new Irish administration's "Programme for Governmen:
The following announcement was written by the Council of Irish Genealogical Organisations (CIGO): Following the recent Irish general election Fine Gael has become the largest party in the Dáil, and has agreed to form a coalition government with the Labour Party, which will take office on Wednesday 9th March. CIGO is delighted to announce that the new ‘Programme for Government' negotiated between the two parties includes a commitment to release the Irish 1926 census.
1911 Scottish Census to be Released in April

The Registrar General for Scotland has announced that the 1911 census will be released on Tuesday 5 April 2011. This census details information collected from more than 4.7 million Scots – marking a century since the data was first gathered. The records will include the name, address, age, occupation, birthplace and marital status of everyone counted in the 1911 census, as well as details about their children. For the first time, the census data will be presented in full colour rather than black and white.
