Tameside’s BMD Project: Replaced 32,670 for Denton, registers at Tameside (1837-1937) to add mother's maiden name.  The next to come on-line this year will be Audenshaw and Ashton Town.  When these two sub districts are added the majority of Mothers’ Maiden Names will be complete up until 1937. I have also received the following email from Ian Hartas yesterday:
“Local Register Offices have received a circular from GRO dated 9th March which stated that the fees for Birth Marriage and Death certificates issued by Superintendent Registrars is set to increase from £9 to £10 with effect from 1st April 2012. The circular also stated that these changes are being brought into effect via the Registration of Births Deaths and Marriages (Fees) (Amendment) Order 2012 which was laid before Parliament on 9th March.” 

New at Find My Past:  Scottish Census Transcriptions: transcriptions of all the Scottish census returns up until 1891. Adding so many records this year including about half of all the Welsh Parish Registers including the images – I have just downloaded 8 baptisms for my family in Cardiff.
