This project has now been running for 6 years and births and marriages up until 1974 were completed some time ago.

Find my Past.com:
As announced earlier this year the Federation of Family History Societies website, Family History on-line FHOL merged with Find my Past and the first records to transfer over was the National Burial Index,  The remainder of the databases on FHOL should transfer over around June this year. They have now started to add the 1901 census with two counties Gloucestershire and Somersetshire.  If you normally use Ancestry for census searching and come up blank, it is often worth taking out a small sub here since their indexing can be more reliable
Ancestry:
Not that long ago Ancestry added details of convicts to Australia- they are now planning to release details of free settlers to Australia 1800-1922.  They have also added to their WW1 war medals certificates.  These did used to cost £3.50 each from the National Archive’s website and they have also scanned the backs of the cards, never previously scanned.  There was nothing on the back of my granddad’s card, but there is on quite a few.
History Alive – Tameside:
