To mark the 90th anniversary of the Armistice, The National Archives have launched a season of podcasts of personal stories from those who served in the First World War.

Irish 1911 Census:
There has been a further delay in the digitisation of the 1911 Census which is not now expected until at least December.

Ancestry:  has just released records of incoming long haul passengers arrivals to the United Kingdom
UK Incoming Passenger Lists, 1878-1960 Original data: Board of Trade: Commercial and Statistical Department and successors: Inwards Passenger Lists. The National Archives of the UK (TNA) Series BT26.
FindmyPast: Are now  freshly rescanning and transcribing the 1901 census so hopefully this will be a superior product when it is complete. Also the beauty of census records at FindmyPast is that they are also searchable by address. Counties added so far: London, Kent, Gloucestershire, Somersetshire, Surrey, Hampshire, Berkshire.
