Find My Past Bright Solid’s partnership with the British Newspaper Library at Collindale to digitally reproduce and index 40 million pages from the newspapers in their collection.  Nearly six million pages are available so far via their pay site: www.britishnewspaperarchive.org.uk  and are now available at no extra cost to those who have either a FULL or WORLD subscription at Find My Past.  They are not available via their library or community subscription.
National Archives: Their latest podcast “Tracing Marriages; Legal Requirements and Actual Practice 1700-1837”, forty minutes long, it debunks the theories of broomstick and handfast marriages, outlines Ecclesiastical requirements and potentially clandestine marriages at the Fleet Prison, and the changes which took place under Lord Hardwicke’s Marriage Act of 1753. www.nationalarchives.gov.uk
