‘London, England, Non-Conformist Registers, 1694-1921 collection’s unique documents are available online only with us. So if you’ve hit a wall in your search for London ancestors, you may well find that these exclusive records are the answer to your prayers.

Our new collection, Casualties of the Boer War, 1899-1902, lists over 50,000 men who were killed, wounded or captured during the conflict. The records provide detailed information on these Victorian war heroes, including regiments, service numbers, ranks and, for those who were killed, places of death. If you believe your ancestors may have fought in the conflict, it’s an essential, and fascinating resource, which you’ll currently only find online with us.

The PPR (Principal Probate Registry) used annual books to keep summaries of all its cases up to 1973, forming the National Probate Calendar. We've now put the books covering the vast majority of years between 1861 and 1941 online for the very first time, making it easy for you to pinpoint your ancestors among the 6 million entries.’

What are the Chelsea Pensioners British Army Service Records?

‘These records are brought to you online in association with The National Archives (TNA). The TNA record series number is ‘WO97’: WO simply indicates that the records were created by the War Office, the precursor of today’s Ministry of Defence.

These records are of men pensioned out of the British Army 1760-1913. The connection with ‘Chelsea Pensioners’ is that the pensions were administered through The Royal Hospital at Chelsea. The great majority of pensioned soldiers were out-pensioners and did not reside at the Hospital itself.’
