Library  Closures Consultation:  Keeping my fingers crossed, but not holding out much hope.  The results of the consultation go to committee in a couple of week’s time.
Cheshire BMD was updated on 20 August as follows:

Births: 
Replaced 2,639 for Ashton and Mossley, registers at Tameside (1937-1961) to add mother's maiden name and change the reference number prefix from MOS to A&M 
Replaced 80,559 for Ashton Town, registers at Tameside (1837-1905) to add mother's maiden name 
Replaced 18,236 for Mossley, registers at Tameside (1897-1937) to add mothers’ maiden name.  This means that all the mothers’ maiden names until at least 1900 are complete, apart from about three years 1897-1900 for Stalybridge.
Family Search: Old Family Search is no more, so like it or not we will have to learn how to use their new site to best advantage.  I have re-written a research quide, which is available under Research Resources on our website: fhsc.org.uk:
